BRUBACHER GOES GREEN
Senator Mike Brubaker reported that the Commonwealth is doing its part to address the energy crisis head on.  The General Assembly convened a Special Session in the fall to set up the Commonwealth’s energy policy.  The policy will promote alternative energies to cut down on Pennsylvania’s dependence on foreign fuel sources.  Senator Brubaker says that it is the Senate’s goal of having 18 percent of the energy produced in PA through alternative sources by 2020.
Special Session Senate Bill 1 would meet the needs of both families and businesses.  In part, the Bill would make funding available to families for energy efficient programs in the home such as doors and winds, insulation and solar panels.  Businesses could take advantage of funding for alternative energy projects and pollution prevention programs, as well as other incentives.  The policy would offer rebates for alternative fuel vehicles and make biodiesel available in PA.

The UGI pipeline project is just one example of finding alternative fuel sources in Pennsylvania.  The over 7.26 mile pipeline will harness the methane gas from the Conestoga Landfill in Berks County, Pennsylvania, and provide energy to several businesses operating in New Holland, Lancaster County, PA.
